Sub: Tanker vessel operations at Hamriyah port
Main Harbour

To: All Agents / Terminals

We are pleased to notify you about the
implementation of Pre-Loading and Discharge
Agreement (PLDA) at Hamriyah Port, with the aim
of enhancing the efficiency of Tanker vessel
operations and streamlining the loading and
discharge processes for various types of cargo.

The PLDA at Hamriyah Port, is designed to facilitate
a smooth and coordinated flow of operations
between the ship, cargo interests and Terminal
Operator. By implementing this, we can ensure
efficient utilization of Terminal resources, minimize
turnaround times, and optimize the overall port
performance. We believe that a collaborative
approach will benefit all parties by reducing
operational costs and enhancing customer
satisfaction.

The following are the general guidelines:

1. Prior to berthing, Vessels and Oil Terminals
should submit through the Ship’s agent, PLDA
document covering all cargo operations.

2. Operations to be conducted at more than one
Terminal require separate PLDA for each Terminal.

3. PLDA will cover Name(s) of Terminal, Berth(s),
Type of cargo, Cargo quantity for each of the
Terminals.
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4. It is the agent’s responsibility to advise the
order of cargo operation, whether loading or
discharging together with other relevant details.

5. Agent should present a letter of acceptance
from the Terminal(s) for the intended operations.

6. Each operation will be granted specific
timeframe for loading/unloading based on the
quantity and nature of cargo. Six hours additional
time for each operation will be provided for
customs documentation, quantity survey, pigging
etc.

7. Penalty for overstay at berth, beyond the
allotted time, will be levied at the rate of AED 3500/-
per hour to terminal and the vessel.

8. Cargo operation beyond what is declared in the
submitted PLDA, will not be permitted, and the Ship
will be shifted to anchorage after initial cargo
operation. New PLDA should be submitted for
additional cargo operation and the vessel will have
to wait for its turn to berth.
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9. Agents will have to coordinate with Ship and
Terminal(s) to ensure that operations are
completed within the agreed timeframe.

10. If additional operation is performed without
notifying the port authority, penal action will be
taken against the concerned Ship and the Terminal
which might include fines and blacklisting of Ship
and Terminal for repeated violations.

11. For those vessels arriving to load/discharge at
multiple Terminals located in different berths, order
of berthing will depend on the readiness of cargo
and availability of the berth.

12. Upon completion of the cargo operation at the
first Terminal/berth, if the berth for the operation
at the next Terminal is occupied, the vessel will be
shifted to anchorage and berthed only after the
berth and Terminal is ready for operation.

We believe that this initiative will enhance the
efficiency of Terminal operations and foster a
stronger partnership between our organizations. If
you have any questions or require further
clarification, please do not hesitate to contact us.

We look forward to work together under the new
guidelines for Loading and Discharging bulk liquid
cargo. Your support and cooperation will pave the
way for improved productivity at the port, that will
benefit all.
